And exactly how I feel about the prices we
must charge customers this season…just to stay in
business. 

Hurt because we heating oil dealers have zero
control over per-barrel oil prices. Yet we’re the guys
who “touch it last” in the long supply chain. We’re
the ones who have to tell fixed income Seniors and
hard-working families that there will be less money
for medicine or Christmas this year because prices
are up…again. Believe me, it’s no fun being the
messenger. Sure, we could cut out our fixed costs
for deliverymen, trucks, billing, overhead, etc., etc.

Because I KNOW
one of the big reasons heating oil prices are screwed
up is because of uncontrolled MARKET SPECULATORS.
Yep, from the jerks who brought you Enron…I give
you today’s inflated oil prices. You remember Enron,
those greedy manipulators who posed as “electricity
brokers” and played powergrid supply and demand
like a Stradivarius…making billions for a few fatcats
at the top only to eventually stiff all the
stockholders and employees who made the mistake
of trusting them. Their damage was made possible
by a loophole in an energy deregulation bill passed
by Congress in 2000.

Courtesy of the good ol’ Farmer’s Almanac,
the cold is coming! As Old Man Winter
rears his head once again, he’s bringing
the precipitation with him, though at
lower-than-average levels. Still, whether
soggy or snowy, not even occasional relief
from the sun will break the coming
blanket of cold for long.

November
Temps stay 4ºF above average
with 1 inch above average
rainfall. The first half of the
month stays sunny despite
cooler temperatures. Things cool down more
and bring rain towards the middle of the
month. Expect more of this as we head towards
Thanksgiving. Things warm up again briefly,
but heavy rains top off the month. 

December
The end of the year is
bringing the cold with
it as temperatures drop 
3ºF below average. Some sun
shows through the first half of the month
along with some rain, snow and wintry mix.
Halfway through, say good-bye to the sun. It’s
still a toss-up whether it’ll be a wet or white
Christmas and into the new year.

January
It’s still cold, but
temperatures will rise a bit
above average. More sun
shows to melt some of the
snow beginning the month, but the rain and
snow persist throughout the subsequent weeks
and will make for some slushy conditions.
Shovels ready? The sun should 38093 help out
near the 29th.

February
Spots of sun balance 
out some average cold
temperatures this month.
Expect snow and rain to 
be present but below average fall. Heavier
precipitation around the 24th-29th as
conditions start to warm up into March.

OUR FAVORITE LEHIGH VALLEY

Autumn Adventures
Lehigh River Canal Path

Little Lehigh Parkway

This leafy walkway runs parallel to the Lehigh River
from Allentown through Bethlehem, all the way to
Hugh Moore Park in Easton. Our favorite stretch is
from Sand Island 34447 in Bethlehem through
Freemansburg to the Bethlehem Boat Club and back.
Scenic views of the Lehigh peek through the trees as
you trod the path that was the Lehigh Valley’s main
commercial artery during the pre-railroad era.

Yes, this legendary hiking trail goes from Georgia to
Maine, and a good chunk of it defines the northern
border of our Lehigh Valley as it runs along the top ridge
of the Blue Mountain. Get ready for thrilling vistas but
watch your step as our stretch of the Trail is very rocky.
You can get to hiking points on the AT by taking almost
any road that runs north/south over the Blue Mountain
(Rts. 309, 145, 33, 191 and 611 are just a few). Keep a
sharp eye out for the trail signs.

The mainstay of Allentown’s national-class park
system, this gem stretches for several miles along the
winding Little Lehigh waterway and is dotted with an
historic covered bridge (near 24th St.), buildings from
the 1700’s, a unique trout hatchery (a big hit with the
kids!) and views of nature that demand capturing with
your camera. Walking on the soft gravel Bridle Path is
easy on the feet, too. Look for entrance signs on
Jefferson St. (S. 15th St.) just off Lehigh St.

5 “Musts” of FAMILY FIRE SAFETY
Less than 25% of U.S. families have developed and practiced a plan for exiting the
home safely in case of a fire, according to the National Fire Prevention Association
(NFPA). Adults practice fire drills at work, and children practice them at school, but the

reality is that most deadly and frequent 75186 fires occur in the home. In 2006,
NFPA notes nearly 3,500 fire fatalities were reported in the U.S., and most of
those fatalities—80%—occurred in homes.

1. You MUST have a fire plan.
Draw a floor plan of each level of your home. Download a grid from 
http://www.pella.com/resources/pdf/FireEscapeGrid.pdf. Pick a meeting place a
safe distance outside your home for everyone to gather in the event of a fire.

2. You MUST identify two exits.
Designate 2 exits from every room in your home — a door and a window. Make sure 
doors and windows open quickly and easily to help ensure a quick exit; if not, consider 
replacing them for safety’s sake.

3. Smoke alarms MUST be used.
Install working smoke alarms in or near every sleeping area and on every level of 
your home. Test alarms monthly, change batteries regularly, and replace alarms every 
10 years for greater safety.

4. You MUST be ready for a quick exit.
Keep escape routes to doors and windows free of clutter and furniture to help prevent 
falls and permit a quick exit if necessary.

5. Alarms MUST be tested.
Sound smoke alarms when household members are awake so everyone knows what 
they sound like and what to do in the event of an emergency. Alarms also need to 
be tested when family members are sleeping. If they don’t awaken easily, assign 
someone to awaken sound sleepers in the event of an emergency.

Here are 5 "musts" to protect your family from a fire tragedy in your home.

As of 2001, more than one-third of U.S. households did not have
a single ceiling fan, according to the U.S. Department of Energy
data. Yet households that did have such fans averaged almost
three per home! It’s no big secret that ceiling fans are a great
energy saver, so why isn’t their use more widespread?

Nationwide research shows a lot of variation between states and
ceiling fan use. Almost 85% of homes in Florida have at least one, whereas
53% of homes in California are completely without them. That’s quite a difference!
It’s common knowledge 40064 that these simple devices save us energy and money!
That’s why most users don’t stop at owning just one!

If you’re still not convinced, consider the following explanation from the American
Lighting Association that shows just how effective ceiling fans can be:

Air movement makes occupants feel more comfortable and fans cool in the summer by
wind chill. During summer, a fan can make the air seem as much as 8ºF cooler.
Imagine how much money you can save with a thermostat set to 78-80ºF and a
temperature that feels like 72ºF.

Fans save energy in the winter too by recirculating warm air (which rises to the top
of a room). By moving that warm air around and back down, a room’s temperature
can be increased by as much as 15ºF! 

Note: To get the maximum cooling and heating effects of a ceiling fan, it should have
reversible direction. Single-direction fans are generally useful only for cooling.
